Resembled her father — English background Ida belonged to the sun, the
wind and the prairie of pioneer stock

Nine generations of her people had settled in territories, which are now
Illinois, Missouri, lowa and Kansas.

Between Robert and Solomon Keyesin 1630 on the Massachusetts coast and
Captain Joel Keyes, |da's Pa, had passed nine generations of true patriots,
and among these rugged venturous Americans had been Pa s parents.

Half a century before the Civil War found them well established on the
Illinois prairie, where Joel Parks Keyes had grown to manhood and

answered President Lincoln’s call for volunteers. He had joined the 46th
Illinois Infantry of the Union Army.

The second year of the War the Homestead Act was passed opening millions of acres of fertile land for

settlers.

This act provide any person over 21 who should
occupy the land for 5 years, made specified
improvements, could own up to 160 acres.

This did not seem fair to the soldiers because by
the time they returned from service al the choice
land would be gone.

In the early months of 1863, 1,000 Union soldiers
were deserting each week.

Each volunteer got $13 per month, to encourage
enlistment a bonus of $100 was offered. Later, 3
times this bonus was offered.

In some states the Federal State and county

bonuses would equal $1,000.

There were some called “bounty jumpers’ who would enlist get the
bonus, desert, reenlist under another name and collect again.

Many of these homesteaded desirable land in the west and when the
war was over sold it at agood profit while others fought the war.

After the War there were 1,000,000 jobless over 700,000 dead and
many sick and maimed. Joel Keyes was among the Cisco and
wounded.

Joel had 9 separate wounds and was in pain daily but was
determined to seek land in the west. He served the whole 4 years of
the war.

Joel’ s unit was in the south when the discharges were issued. He
was also detained in the hospital.

His condition included scurvy, malaria and intestinal flux.

He and another Y ankee soldier decided to form a partnership and oversee a cotton plantation.

Thisiswhere he met Mary.

The Kansas prairie was beautiful, a sea of grass, criss-crossed with

Streams.

After freighting for 7 years he brought Mary, hiswife and
daughters to the prairie hoping to till the soil. Often his wounds
were so painful he had to hire the heavy work to be done.

Ida, being the oldest said, “ She was his right hand man but should
have been aboy to help her Pamore.”

But she told him she would help him find the spot he wanted to
settle on even if they had to go clean to Santa Fe.

Joel had hauled freight over the prairie from lowa through
Missouri, and Kansas, moving his family, as he felt best — always

south and west.

He used to tell Idaand Mary “when taps sounds for me,
let it be somewhere out on the prairie.”

Mary had babies almost every 2 years, al girls. Ida,
Alta, Nora, Fanny and Jessie — but then Benjamin, a
son, also Koran. Mary and Joel were strict
disciplinarians and all obeyed.

Joel decided to go into Wichitato find a boy he could
hire to help with the plowing.

Joel usually took 2 of the girls with him when he took
butter and eggs to exchange for sugar, flour, and maybe
sweet crackers or stick of candy but thistime he
decided to go alone.

Crocks of butter and eggs were kept in a cool cave
between his trips.

Isaac Holmes Keyes Thelively lot of 5 girlslined up to kiss Pa goodbye.
MaMary said they were alively lot, she said they each
had a bit of Irish wit, and “were asinquisitive asa
raccoon and as stubborn as Missouri Mules.”

This house was a rough unpainted 2 stories half was set into the side of a hill for protection against the
raging unrestrained winds. The cellar was constructed in the hill and the front bedroom had only an
upper corner and east side out. In front was both kitchen and sitting room. There was alarge 4-hole
cook stove.

In the sitting room was a coal stove, there were rockers for both adults and long wooden benches
covered with calico cushions for the children. The beds had ticks filled with duck feathers.

In the past years, the hired help had slept in an extra building called the molasses house.

Great uncle Asa Keyes asked Joel and his brother Homie to write a paper about their lives because Asa
was writing afamily book.

Choleratook Joel’ s parents just 3 days apart, relatives took Holmes, 6 years Ellen was less than 2 but
diesin 14 days after the Maand Padied. Joel was 15 he had stayed at home with Holmes when al the
rest of the family went to get wood in Peru, IlI. where they got cholera

In the history, Asa had written how 2 brothers from Kent, England had settled in Massachusetts; they

were the ancestors of all with the Keyes namein America.

They were Solomon and Joseph Keyes (sons of Robert) they took up land in Chelmsford, Massachusetts
and the old homestead still stands in the town of Westford. (Thiswas set aside from Chelmsford and
incorporated) a coat of armsis on the wall. Robert Keyes, father of Solomon and Joseph settled in
Watertown, Massachusetts previous in 1630 as indicated by the birth of hisfirst daughter May 26, 1633.

The nine generations of Keyes family have migrated to all parts of the U.S. All have been adventurous,
in their chosen fields of endeavor.

Keyes descendants have fought in every national struggle and there have been in their ranks army
chaplains, Lieutenants, Captains, Colonels, Brigadier Generals and full generals. Several have been
brevetted for gallant and meritorious conduct.

In civilian life Keyes have been founders of cities, churches, colleges, reverends, physicians, and
surgeons, merchants, civilian and mining engineers. Also lawyers, judges, senators and farmers.

AsaKeyes, the editor of this book, graduated from Dartmouth in 1810 and taught at the Academy of
Chesterfield for 2 years. In 1814, he practiced law then went to the legislature then the senate and was a
judgefor 15 years. He decided to get information for this book about the Keyes family by writing to all
family members he could reach. (Thisbook isin the Salt Lake City Mormon Library.)

February 1838 Joel Parks Keyes was born in Princeton, lllinois, the first child of Lucius Morgan Keyes.
Two years later his sister Josephine was born. Six years later his brother | saac Holmes Keyes was born.
Lucious Keyes belonged to several civic organizations such as the Princeton Peace Society. Hewasa
blacksmith. Joel’s mother read her children the Bible and stories of Indians, rattlesnakes, and wild
animals.

She told them the story of how one night when she and the children were alone, how a squaw with a
papoose on her back walked in the door and said “Bread”. The squaw took a knife and pointed it a me
(Joel) inmy cradle.

Ma had no gun as father had taken it with him. So she picked up the steaming teakettle toward the
papoose. The squaw dlid the knife into her belt and walked out the door.

When Joel was 10, mother persuaded father to give up blacksmithing and take up land out on the prairie,
8 miles from Princeton and 2 miles from the little settlement of Dover. The prairie home was a
one-room log cabin and alean-to shed. We had a stable for the horses and the cows. Father and mother
took usto the Baptist church on Sundays and read the Bible to usin the afternoon.

The second spring there was a prairie fire, but father had built awide fireguard of plowed land around
the house and stable. We gathered the prairie chicken’s eggs from where the fire had charred the ground

but the eggs were good.
Father pointed out the charred remains of rattlesnakes, which were plentiful on the prairie.

After atime father and mother went to Peru to buy lumber to make a new frame house. The town was
on the lllinois River. Ellen stayed with Josephine and | was 14 and stayed and did father’ s work and
watched over Holmes. Mother and father were exposed to what was called Asiatic cholera. They died 3
days apart. They were buried in Dover with Ellen Marie who also died. Thiswas an epidemic in 1853
and thought to come to Americafrom India. Uncle Hinsdale came and took us children away. One
family took Josephine, another took Holmes and Joel went to live with an uncle.

My cousin Willie did many wrong things and told my uncle | did it and | would be thrashed so | eft.
After 3 years of working hard and saving | went to engineering school. My teacher saw how eager | was
to learn he helped meto find jobs to pay room and board.

After Joel finished he got ajob as a pilot on ariverboat that ran on the lllinois and the Mississippi rivers.
He enjoyed the excitement in fair and stormy weather and talking to the passengers.

Five years passed and he saved a portion of his wages each month in hope to buy some land out west.
In 1861 he heard of the Fall of Fort Sumter and President Lincoln’s call for 75,000 militiamen.

Everything seemed to be in confusion, there were fights and arguments among the passengers until there
had to be extra help on board to maintain peace.

Plying their way from Union states through Confederate states became more difficult.

When in Illinois, most passengers were Union but when on the Mississippi both banks were confederate
secessionist that took over.

When they docked in St. Louis they found the war was being waged in Missouri because the Governor
was on the side of the South. He organized bands of me at Camp Jackson.

Border States of Missouri, Kentucky and Maryland were officially in the Union but hundreds of
thousands of their men enlisted in the Confederate army.

Joel’ s comment “battles along the east coast were proving that the war would not close with one or two
skirmishes as the North had concluded, for news had reached us that McDowell’ s grand army had been
defeated at Bull Run by Beauregard and Johnston.” As the situation became more desperate Gen. Grant
was given permission to do something about strong holds into the west and called for volunteers. Joel’s
people had migrated from Massachusetts, into New Y ork, thence to Illinois and he felt called to join the
Union.
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B. Captain Joel Parks Keys and the Civil War

November 11, 1861, | enlisted in the 46th lllinois Infantry, at Ft. Dixon. | was appointed a corporal in
Company D and we drilled two weeks and were sent to Camp Butler, Illinois. Here we were drilled
more severely and were taught to shoot low. | had taken my Henry Rifle, the only repeater in our
company and was permitted to keep it if | would supply my own ammunition. Soon we were off for
Fort Donaldson and there | was appointed Color Guard. General grant had ordered the taking of the
Mississippi and Illinois waterways as this would split the western confederate states and stop supplies.
Ft. Donaldson was well fortified and as we formed our lines for battle the place became Red Hot. Shot
and shell fell like mustard seed through asieve. Our Colonel, John A. Davis, as brave an officer as ever,
led a Regiment into action, had just taped up our lines giving a cheering word, and on up to the next
command, when afirst Louie who could not stand and fire, gave ordersto retreat. The order popped
both ways and back we went colors and all, but on second thought | knew Colonel Davis had not
ordered it so | jumped up on abig log, colors by my side and shouted with all my strength. Thisrallied
the regiment in line inside a few minutes and saved disgrace. Colonel Davis promised a commission but
did not live to fulfill his promise. Here we captured 14,000 troops and large quantities of supplies.

Fort Henry is built on the Tennessee River only twenty miles
from Fort Donaldson on the Cumberland. Here two forts with
Pittsburg Landing secured upper western waterways of the
Confederacy, and our orders were to take the waterways.
Therefore after agallant decisive struggle on Fort Henry with
only the time for the rest that seemed necessary we set up a
Union strong hold, we were ordered on to Pittsburg Landing.

Our army ascended the Tennessee to Pittsburg Landing and
disembarked with the thought of waiting until reinforcement
from Nashville, moving across country, could arrive. Our
divisions made camp around the landing with only the thought
of comfort. Asno fighting was expected for afew days, no
entrenchments were made. However, early the next morning
the confederate army made a surprise attack near Shiloh
church. Our divisions hurriedly prepared to defend
themselves. The Confederate troops were hard to managein
the woods, their numbers being so great, for their 40,000 men
had advanced on the outnumbered Union troops thinking they
could defeat the Union forces before reinforcements arrived.
It was estimated that ten regiments in solid mass were moving

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against our lone 46th. They were coming down a
slope and never halted until within fifty yards of us,
then amore galling fire was never witnessed. They
were in such numbers that they were forced to fire
over each other’s heads. We were hard pressed. | h
ad my left side pressed against an eight inch oak tree,
my arms around the tree and my sixteen shot Henry
riflein hand. We were drilled to shoot low and so
held the enemy for sometime but their heavy fire was
forcing our regiment back. At the same instant a
Sergeant and 12 men were ordered at a charge

(25,00 bayonet, to take our colors. The oak tree prevented
Grant Attacks Fort Donelson thisand my trusty Henry rifle stopped the Sergeant.

A second man took his place, and met the same fate,
Fort Donaldson but they came on with bayonets fixed. One by one

the Henry Rifle brought them down until the last man

was within five feet of its muzzle. He made a
desperate bayonet thrust at me but fell dead at my feet. The repeating rifle had saved the colors, but my
comrades had retreated fifty yards and formed another line of defense. The colors were between two
terriblefires. | threw up my right hand as asignal for them to raise their guns, which were already at an
aim, and then | raced, colors flying, to my place. Mid morning a Wisconsin regiment came to our aid

and | took time to tear a piece from my silk handkerchief and wrap around the first finger of my right
hand that had been torn badly by arifle ball. We had had no breakfast and noon passed and the fighting
continued. All day passed in savage combat but by five thirty the Union forces had formed a connected
line of defense with as much infantry as could be rallied.

Night was upon us and we were so sorely tired that we only ate cold morsels from our knapsacks. Our
backs were to the landing, but we were in a strong position and getting aid from the gunboats.
Beauregard, the Confederate General, suspended the attack at sunset. Reinforcements reached us and at
5 AM the next morning we took the offensive. All day long the deadly sounds of battle filled our ears.
Comrades fell to the right and to the left of the colors. As afternoon wore on we fought desperately to
defeat a strong rear guard that was stationed about Shiloh Church. Six hours they had repul sed our
attacks until Beauregauard could extricate his sorely tired troops and retire fighting. All we achieved
was the reoccupation of abandoned camps. It was not avictory, for each side had been weakened by the
loss of 10,000 men. The dead and dying were of such numbers that our army could not advance for
three weeks. | had received four wounds; my right hand being so badly shot up that | was ordered to the
field hospital where the surgeon prepared to amputate my hand. | refused to permit thisand he said |
would loose my arm. | was given afew days furlough and constantly sat by a small stream fed by a
spring pouring clear cold water over my hand. | remembered Psalms 139:14 “or | am fearfully and
wonderful made; marvelous are Thy works'—and the marvel and wonder of it all wasthat in avery
short while | was back at my command with a useful hand.

Shortly we went to Memphis, Tennessee and took over Fort Pickering from there to Hatcher where |
received my fifth wound. The ball entered my arm above the wrist passing upward and out on the front
side. Thiswas a clean wound and did not stop our march to Holly Springs, Mississippi. We did agreat
deal of marching and fighting and my left hand was wounded. They were aways shooting at my flag
hand. We marched back to Memphis where we learned the Colonel had sent out a call for men to officer
acolored regiment. | thought this a good undertaking while my left hand healed, so made application,
which was approved at Regiment and Brigade headquarters. | reporter to Colonel |. G Kappner at Fort
Pickering and received orders to recruit as many colored men as possible. With the help of my recruits
we evaded capture and after working La Grange, Boliver, Alamo, Humble and Jackson, returned with
nearly 400 men, baggage, wives and babies. The wives and babies were place in contraband. At once
we set to work organizing and drilling our men and in afew weeks we received our orders.

Our regiment was composed of three battalions of four companies each, and one hundred fifty men to
the company. We drilled in the manual of arms as infantry then heavy artillery. During combat |
received my ninth and last wound as arifle ball passed through my head, from left to right, splitting my
tongue open and tearing away my jaw teeth. Concussion had torn my kidneys loose and exposed to wet
and cold had brought on chills and fever and | was kept in the field hospital. | experienced chronic
diarrhea and bloody flux, then argue and finally | was moved to another hospital with other critical

cases. Cold settled in my eyes, which were closed for two weeks and almost totally blind for six weeks.
At this time scurvy seemed to take over, and the remainder of my teeth had to be drawn. The war was
over and | seemed utterly used up. But again recalling Psalms 139:14 | watched the marvel and wonders
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of healing once more. When | was well enough to leave the hospital | joined the son of aformer
plantation owner.

Cotton was still king and with two seasons we netted a small fortune. | desired to take my share and go
west to find my land on the prairie, but being in love with a Rebel nurse, my partner refused to leave and
persuaded me to stay one more season. He got his nurse but we lost that entire crop to the army worms
and | left with only enough to purchase a portion of my dream. In Louisianal procured ajob on a
Mississippi steamboat, which ran up the mighty river into the lllinois and to Peru where my mother and
father had contracted cholera.

After visiting their graves | went to see my sister Josephine who had her own home and two little boys.
What a wonderful time we had talking of childhood days and our dear parents. After locating my
brother Holmes, he and | started west, and after three weeks searching settled on asmall farmin lowa
where Holmes did most of the farming. As my loosened kidneys prevented me from heavy labor, |
decided to run afreight line down into Missouri and Kansas, where | hoped to find the land of my
dreams.

C. MaMary

Benjamin Fairley, Mary Keyes' father enlisted right off also. Thisfamily had lived in alog cabin two
and one half miles east of Princeton, Missouri. Mary was 10, Rosetta and Liza were younger. Benjamin
said men wore homespun and sometimes no one could tell which was the enemy and shot their own
men. Mary had 3 sisters; the baby brother had died soon after he was born. There was much fighting in
Missouri.

Mary is 13 when her mother dies. Sheisleft to care for the younger sisters. The next year, the War
ended and her father came home. He had personally asked Grant to leave and Grant said he was more
needed at home than with the Army. He married Jane who was 20 and the girls did not want a new
mother. They moved into a 2-story house in Princeton. One day when Mary was walking a freight
wagon went by and one of the men really stared at Mary. Mary was supposed to marry a neighbor boy.
Three days later she got thisletter: Miss Mary Fairley, Dirby, lowa, Nov. 1st 1870.

Last Wednesday | saw you walking along the roadside, with another lady and two other children. She
was leading a small boy and you was pushing a baby buggy, the time was four PM.

I, with afriend was driving a freight wagon and after passing you enquired your name and address of
some school children.

| am Joel Parks Keyes and will, with your permission, be happy to make your acquaintance on my next
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trip through Princeton. Respectfully yours, Captain Joel Keyes.

The next chapter skips way ahead to after he and Mary are married and have 5 girls, Ida being the oldest.
His wounds make it very hard for him to work hard on the farm.

D. The Convalesent

Jodl istaking his butter, eggs and molassesto a store. Heisintroduced to a Mr. Dickenson , (Really
Oscar Dickenson), who runs an eating place. Joel mentions he needs to hire ayoung man to help him.
Oscar tells Joel he knows of ayoung man but he has had pneumonia and may need aweek’ s rest and
some of Joel’ s butter and eggs to get well. He aso had typhoid last winter and hasn’t been able to gain
back his strength. Mr. Dickenson is described as a stout friendly man. The young man he talks about is
his son Edward Lee. Douglas Street where the storeis, is arather rough areain those days.

Joel is directed to Oscar’ s home where heis met at the door by someone he describes as a gracious
Southern lady. Thisis Mattie Dickenson, Edward Lee' s mother.

Edisintroduced, heis 17. Ed asks his mother’s permission and Joel agreesto bring him every 2 weeks
to see hismother. Mattie felt that being in the country, Ed could get well fast. Only afew short weeks
before the doctor had said he could do no more for the boy and that he was in God’ s hands. Mattie
prayed for God to help. She had 7 sons at that time and loved them all but this one always tried to
comfort her. The store keeper said the Dickensons had previoudly lived in Virginia

Oscar said goodbye to Ed and when Ed and Captain Joel left, Oscar began to think of the South and how
it was before the War. He had been born in a spurious stone dwelling in which the first court in Russell
County, Virginia, had been held. Acresof blue grass stretching in every direction; a colonial grant
approved by King George to his grandfather Colonel Robert Dickenson. He saw servants, laughing
singing hurrying to do their young master’s bidding. He loved them all and a wave of remorse crossed
hisface. Hisfather had bought many servants but had sold none. After the war when his elder brother
had allotted to each acreage and cabin and had announced their freedom, there had been weeping and
none cared to leave, so he paid them wages.

Oscar Fitzallen Dunreath Dickenson sat peeling potatoes for his eating place wishing his acres and cash
had been accompanied with wisdom and he could have a second chance.

In his youth he had done no labor except ride his thoroughbred horses and play expensive musical
instruments. Thiswas before there was ever awar and he lived as a young country gentleman.
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He had lately hired others to work for him but comfort and indolence had dwarfed hisjudgment. He
also drank often and gambled away hismoney. He liked to run with a gay, young crowd.

Some cowboys came into the restaurant asking for hard liquor. Oscar claimed he did not have any but
told them where to get some.

Ed and Joel talked on the way home. Ed told Joel how his mother was born in Tennessee but her family
moved to Virginia during the war.

Ed said his mother’ s two older brothers and husband Jim Riggs were volunteers. Her husband was
killed early and never saw hislittle son, Little Jim.

My mother is a college graduate and taught school, and all mother’s people were well educated, “I too
love learning, | had the equal of 2 years college before we started moving so often.

Joel too shared with Ed his childhood. Hetold Ed how his brother Holmes was in Washington State
now. Hissister and her family livein lllinois, near the old homestead.” But, said Joel, “1 love the
prairie and the pioneer life and the search for land to my liking. That’swhy | keep moving toward Santa
Fe”

E. Little Sster

Captain Joel introduced Ed to each of the girlsand to MaMary. The girls said to each other “He looks
ill but MaMary will make him well.”

Joel told Mary how Ed' s family had come west on an immigration train. Mary mentioned was Ed
named after the famous rebel general and he said yes, but my great, great grandfather fought in the
French and Indian wars. My great grandfather Robert Dickenson was an early settler in the Cumberland
Mountains of Virginiaand Capt. Henry my uncle, was a Union soldier in the Civil War. “What did your
father do in thewar?’ Fanny asked. He was only 14 when the war started and Uncle Henry told him to
stay at home and help take care of grandmafor she was awidow lady. Grandfather had died when
father was 2 yearsold. Sadly | never got to meet Uncle Henry because he died in 1867 and | was born
in 1870. Joel mentioned how he was in Kentucky, Tennessee, Georgia and Mississippi, but did not get
to see Virginia He had heard it was a beautiful state. He said Ed, the Cumberland where we lived was
beautiful and the war never touched there.

My mother was born in Tennessee and we spent 2 years there before we came west.
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Fanny said “Why did you leave the Cumberland?’ My father
was never happy after Uncle Henry died. My father always
depended on his brother for advice in al business matters and
after Uncle Henry’ s death the estate was divided and father’s
older sister, my aunt Mollie took the old home and all the
choiceland. Mother and Aunt Gizzie said the settlement was
very unfair. Uncle Jim said father had his faults but
guarreling was not on the list, so father became unsettled and
made atrip out here, when | was 5 after that mother knew he
would leave Virginia and never return.

Mother and | now love the west but at first we were both
homesick. My brothers thought traveling a great adventure
and never once spoke of going back.

At thistime Ed had 6 brothers and one half brother. Ed was
allowed to sleep in the house and call MaMary Malike the
girlsdid. Previousworkershad all slept in the molasses
house so Ed was more a member of the family and pleased
Mary Fairley Keyes both MaMary and Joel. Ed often prayed for strength so he
would be a good worker for Joel and Mary Keyes.

Joel saw to it Ed had 2 eggs, afair slice of ham, 4 biscuits and some peach butter for a hearty breakfast
to hasten Ed’' sroad back to health. Ed remembers asasmall lad hisjob wasto stir the apple butter in a
huge copper kettle hanging from a crane at his home at Forks of the Road, Virginia.

F. Sporingtime

Three weeks had passed and Ed went with Joel to see his mother againl14 pounds heavier and bring her
fresh eggs and butter from the farm. He told her on his next visit he would bring her his pay $15.00.
She was overjoyed to see him so well.

As Ed watched the plowshare he remembered Black Charlie, his boyhood friend in Virginia. They had
wandered along the banks of Coper Creek following birds. He often sang as he plowed. He also
remembered Aunt Gizzie, Black Charlie’s mother and how she and Ed’' s mother would sing as they
worked together in the kitchen or at the spinning wheel in Virginia.
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Ed felt homesick at times for Virginia and the Scul pture Springs church where Uncle Billy Gibson
would preach or the school where Mr. George had drilled them in the 3 Rs. He could remember the
darkies singing religious songs as they worked. The peace and plenty of his childhood had gradually
faded as father Oscar had sold tract after tract of hisland.

Suddenly his day dreaming ended as shouts told him to unhook the horses and hurry them to the barn.
Joel told him it was a dust storm hurry to the house. He had seen ahurricane in Virginia but this was
different. Soon leaves and pebbles struck his face; his eyes were blinded by grit. Hisface was pocked
and bleeding. A strong hand pulled him into the house. Fanny, Nora and Altatried to clean hisface and
eyes. ldabegan to helptoo. She asked for alock of his hair and he agreed. Over the months Mother
Mary could see how much Ed helped Joel and she was glad. Little Fanny would tell Ed he was her
sweetheart and make him laugh.

At night around the stove they would get Joel to tell them of the wild cow towns he had been in like
Dodge City and it’s Boot Hill graveyard. Hetold them of how the long horn cattle drives brought
money, gamblers and whiskey to those towns.

He told how some gamblers carried derringers. Wild cowboys with six shooters, Buffalo hunter and bad
women filled those towns.

Ed remarked around ' 72 my father made atrip out here; he bought several thousands of dollars to buy
Texas black land, but one of those slick gamblers must have gotten it. Father said they were shipping
buffalo hides by trainload from Wichita then.

Ed would read books to the girls at night like Twenty Thousand L eagues Under the Sea and the House
of Seven Gables.

The girls went to a prairie school house with 45 others. Idaliked school but little Fanny would try to
pretend she had a stomach ache to stay home.

G. The Harvester

One of the older children would finish the 8th grade and go to Normal School and then return to teach
until they married.

Ida and Dell her friend often helped Miss Minnie straighten up the school room. Y oung ladies were
supposed to master soap making, sewing straight seam, drying fruit, and vegetables, bake a handsome
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loaf of bread, to be able le to keep a man’s heart and home.

|da often said to her friend how she wished she could just stay small and go on and on to school. As
June came the girls had time to go birding with Ed and teach him which birds to look for. They would
take picnic baskets along. One day there was anoise in the bushes and it was a rattler and a blue racer.
Pa had said never kill a blue racer because he keeps the rattlers down. Ed would sing songs to the girls
and teach them the words. Fanny especially liked Ed to sing. He could also play the harmonica. Ed
read poetry to them in the evening after the chores were done.

During the work on the corn, |da asked Ed how this was done in Virginia and he explained the
differences and he told her how there had not been much advancement on his grandfather’ s estate since
it was settled before the Revolutionary War, 1775-83. They both discussed how important farming and
supplying food was.

Ed told her how his brother shined the cowboys' boots in Wichita and how he could not understand why
the cowboys spent their hard earned money on whiskey that makes them act rude and destructive and get
throwninjail.

Ed and Joel would often discuss farming and new tools. Al | of the children had ajob in the corn
harvest. Ed and Ida would race to see who could shuck the fastest. Ed sang a song to Ida as they
worked. It was alove song and Ida was very touched and they held hands for the first time and for once
Fanny was not around to tease them.

That was aday Ida never forgot the singer nor the song.

H. Winter on the Prairie

They went to visit Joel’ s sister Elizain atown named Maize KS (just east of Wichita).

Ed and Ida discussed their two fathers as they drove, “Y our father isafine man”, Ed said. “I wish your
father wouldn’t drink any more, ever cause | know your mother don’t want him to”, Ida said.

Uncle Harry helped with the wagon when they got to his house. He suggested they go into Maize to
play agame of croquet. Ed decided to go. When they came back without Ed, Idawas alarmed as a
storm had started and there were long streaks of lightening. She got the wagon and went back to town to
get Ed. Thelightening had struck a store twice and Ed had been near and his face and nose had
blistered.

“Well he and | went into an eating place called the Blind Tiger
to cash our checks, that’s an eating place that sells liquor, two ruffians tried to rob us and Kentucky
chased them off.

Irawas Dell’ s brother and he and Ed often though of buying some land together and each starting a
home and family without realizing they were both wanting the same girl.

A big picnic was planned in July. Ed and Joel prepared the bunting around a stand Joel had sold home

5years. Jod told Ed of how in Missouri he had built a
merry-go-round and awagon to haul it.

Red, white and
blue flags with bunting looped between them.

It was the first merry-go-round west of the Mississippi. It was so
profitable that my partner bought out my share and | suppose
continuesto run it.

| sold him my old wagon and used the new one to move my
family from Cameron, Missouri to Kansas and one of these days
I’ll head to Santa Fe the same way.

| would like to go with you sir, said Ed, but my father is getting
restless again and mother never knows which way he will turn.

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K. Chisom Creek in Witchita

The family is beginning to get news of abig land run into the territory south of Kansas. Joel and some
soldier friends found some land aong the North Canadian River. Each one picked a quarter section, just
north of the now little town of Yukon. Joel had told the girls to move to a house he had rented from the
back on Chisolm Creek. It was on the outskirts of Wichita. The government had set aside April 22,
1889. The Captain and his colony of solders were anxious. There were 8 of them. Captain Keyeswas
looked to as their leader. Thisland stretched from the red River and the 37th parallel and westward
from the Arkansas and Missouri boundaries to the 100th meridian including along panhandle.

The men prepared for the run for 4 months. Joel had taken Alta and Idato the Dole Packing Plant so
they could procure jobs while he was away. They were to wrap hams. The Captain and his men left 2
weeks early to beready. During a storm Nora almost drownsin a swollen creek.

Joel came back with 2 fawns and a pet raccoon. Joel told of the “ Sooners’ or cheaters, who claimed
land before the start of the run. Tom Wallace begged Joel for him and his son to join them, he had lost
hiswife. They needed 3 covered wagons to move the family. They traveled 18 days camping on 5
different river banks. When they reached Frisco, they were on the North bank of the Canadian where
there was an Indian school, a post office and 4 tents.

They found squatters on Pa’'s claim, a man named Clay, known for having no scruples about killing. He
was known as a hard and dangerous man. Joel said the reason he stayed there so long was he and Mr.
Brody filed their suit at EI Reno. It will become a county seat. Some attorney suggested we could stay
on one part and wait for the law to move this man off, but | did not want my family to be so near such a
dangerous man. | am going to see about easing a quarter of a section that is set aside as school land.
Every 16th section is set aside by the government and the lease money goes to build schools. Later on it
will be sold and we can buy or whatever. They will have to pay usfor our improvements.

Fort Reno was the U.S. Army’ s largest remount station. It had been established in 1874 to protect the
Darlington Indian Agency on the opposite bank of the North Canadian from Cheyenne Indian forays.
The fort had been named for General James L. Reno who lost hislife during the Civil War. Around 300
troops were stationed there and it was rumored that for the last few years, they had been busy chasing
sooners back into Kansas. These same troops had taken part in keeping the boundary the day of the run.

M. Yukon

Word got to Captain Keyes that sooner Clay has deserted his family. Heleft hiswife and 5 small
children alone on the banks of the North Canadian.

Mr. Ellison told Joel it was atrick, heis a professional gambler and he knows you are a gentleman and
thinks you would never contest awidow’s land. They say heis hanging out at Oklahoma City and
sneaks back after dark once aweek. Every bottom land claim has been jumped by a sooner. Every
soldier would have to fight for the land in court.

Joel hired someone to cut strips 4 ft. long for the foundation of a sod house. When finished the walls
were 4 ft. thick, tapered to 2 ft. at the top. 1t was 8 ft. high, 12 ft. wide and 40 ft. long. The rafters and
beams were cottonwood poles, the roof made of willow sheeting covered with prairie sod.

Y oung Bert Temple, a bachelor homesteader, helped Pawith the roof. They line the inner walls with
unbleached muslin. When the girls went to pick plums Alta met John Russell. Altawas 16. Joel had

heard of plans to make atown where only avillage was with a church and school, so it was unlikely his
land would be auctioned off for a school especially with the improvements he planned.

There was a party for 1da s birthday and several young people came, including John Russell.

John asked Altaif she would marry him next year when he was 20. She said yes. She said she would
have to ask her father. Bert Templeton asked Ida also but Idadidn’t say yes.

N. Return of the Prodigal

Uncle Harry and Aunt Eliza came one day for avisit and said they had seen Ed and his mother where he
was working on the ranch. The rest had left for Texas and Ed and his mother were left to do the
packing. He said hislast |etter to Ida had come back to him. He thought maybe Ida was engaged or
married. When aunt Elizatold him “no” he said he would write another letter to Ida as soon as they
were settled in their new place. Aunt Eliza said he has gained some weight and is handsomer than ever.

The crops were so good Ed was able to purchase a cow, a span of mules, awagon and farm tools and he
and Ida moved to acreage on the McMurrie' s estate. Father Oscar purchased a thrashing machine and
half interest in a cotton gin and moved to the acreage where the gin was located. Cale was going to
marry his girl, Ellaand they were going to live with the folks for ayear. Idawas glad to be away from
Oscar’sinfluence. Someone had told her of how he was visiting Tess, somebody in town and she was
running a bad house. Idawas angry with him, how could he be doing that while his wife at home had
just given him a 9th son. Idadid not want her children to grow up near him. ldatold Ed how angry this
made her and predicted some day Oscar would find his flowing faithful wife Mattie was gone to Heaven
and he could just find that his whoring ways had hastened her death.

Ed was surprised at Ida’ s anger, she loved Mother Mattie so much. He had never seen Ida this way
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before. Ed said, “I’' ve known this about father ever since we lived in Virginia but he can’t seem to
change.

Do you know Ed and | visited Tillie Rucker and her boarding house for men only on
my way here. Ed told Idahow Gus family had not helped him to be a Christian and why he had left so
abruptly.

June came and father Oscar’ s thrashing machine had proved profitable. Cale had brought home his
pretty part Cherokee wife, Ellaand Charlie teased him saying, “he better behave or she would scalp
him.”

With the cooperation of the Dickenson boys soon held the record of thrashing more grain in aday than
anyone around. Texas black land was producing 100 bushels of oats to the acre. Idatold of how she
visited at Mother Mattie' s and Ethel pulled Thad’' s hair and he bit her.

Cale and Ellahad alittle son named Gentry but one day while the gin was working Cales' s sleeve got
caught and the machine tore the inside of his arm and hand so bad it took the doctor 3 hoursto try to
repair it. Cale’'scomment was “l guessit istime to change occupations!” Ella’s people came from
Lehigh, a coal-mining town in the territory. They sent word there was a merchandising job for Cale so
he and his family moved there.

lda’s malariawas back with its chills and she was pregnant. On her way back for the outhouse she had
her baby before she could reach the house. Mother Mattie had had a premonition and came in time to
boil scissors and cut the cord. It wasaboy. It waslittle OtisLee. He did not do well and had afever
and soon died.

Ida grieved for some time but during her prayers one day she felt God' s message she would have
another son and he would live. He sister Altahad lost 3 babies, one aboy and twin girls. Idafeltif Alta
could handle such grief she could too, but she did beg Ed for them to move away.

Uncle Jim and Aunt Gizzie had been family servants before
the Civil War and were given to Oscar and Mattie as persona servants on their wedding day in 1865.
The thought of how their prayers were heard and his mother recovered Claud was now 15 yearsold. His
thoughts were a so about the Captain, would he see Santa Fe?

Father Joel had told Ed of how the government had had so much trouble with the sooners that a lottery
was to be used for the next land opening, which would make it fairer. Ed mentioned he hoped to be able
to acquire land as he needed it so since his family was growing fast; they had been married 5 years and
Ida had had 3 babies even though only 2 lived.

They arrived at Pa Joel’ s place after 13 days of travel. They all talked at once — Ida could hardly believe

how all her sisters and brothers had grown, Fanny 15, Norie 17, Jessie 13, Bennie 10 and Koran 7 and

new sister Lorie. She was heavier than Ethel even though 6 months younger. They had to catch up on

al the news — Alta and John had moved to Shawnee, atown 50 miles east of Y ukon. That was two and

ahalf days by stage. Altahad lost twin girlswhen Lorie was only 3 weeksold. Now Alta had alittle
girl ayear younger than Ethel and Ollie.

Ed and Pa prepared a small cottonwood house just 3 steps from
the sod house as abedroom for Ed and Ida. They all ateat a
table together and Ed helped run the farm. Lorie and Ethel
never seemed to tire of playing together. One day after a
snowstorm aletter came for Ed, telling of his mother’ s death.

Lorie and Ethel had tin cups of hominy that was cooking over
an outdoor fire. When all the older children came home from
school all excited, they rushed into the house but the two little
onesdid not. Loriewent to refill her cup and as shedid a
breeze made the flames rise up and catch her coat and dress on
fire. Ethel called and called but no one in the house could hear
her. Finally she raninto the house crying “Orieison fire!!”

Everyone rushed into the yard, Fanny was first and threw her
skirt around Lorie then Ma grabbed her and rolled her in a
storm puddle. Macarried her into the house, Ed rushed for the
doctor who swathed the baby in soft medicated bandages and
explained she was in shock and would not feel the pain. All

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night long Ma, Joel and Ed hovered over the little motionless
child. Neighbors entered silently offering help and sympathy
and prepared food. She passed away at 4 pm the next day as
the Doctor held her little hand. Maand Joel were sobbing. Ed
went to Oklahoma City to purchase a small white coffin.

Ma blamed herself for not watching the fire close. Fanny
blamed herself for not bringing the little girlsinside the house.
Idafelt she too was at fault, along with Nora. Little Ethel ran
from room to room trying to find her calling “Orie, Orie, she's
playing hide and seek with me and | want to find her.” They
had to take Ethel to the little bedroom so Pa Joel could not hear
her.

They did find 4 little shoe printsin Pa’'s
new hot bed, all the sisters knelt there and cried.

|da suggested Pa and Ed take the trip to Santa Fe to cheer him
Vb . Up. Once morethe old freight wagon was made ready. It

Joel Parks Keyes Grave In Yukon seemed to help Joel to plan with Ed. Ed made balls of hog
bladders for Bennie and Koran to play with on hog butchering
day asthey finished Pa sort of faltered. Ed got him in the house
and went for the doctor who told them his heart was very tired. In the afternoon Ida called all the
children for Pa Joel wanted to seethem all. Hetold acrying Mary —now Mary it'sall right and he
dipped away.

At the funeral four old soldiers stood at attention. The minister read the 23rd Psalm and a soldier played
taps as they lowered the Captain’s body into his beloved prairie beside Lorie. It was 1897, - 3 deathsin
6 weeks.

Even 5 weeks later 1da’ s little girl kept searching for her little playmate. Ed received aletter from Ott
telling about their mother’ s death and 1da had saved one from her a year ago and they read it together.

Ed spent much time getting signatures to apply for Mary’ s widow pension. Mary wastakingin

washing; Fanny and Noraworked at Mr. Ellison’s hotel as waitresses. |da did household chores and
Lincoln Ivan was born. There was a new doctor in town. One day he asked Ed to accompany him to see
apatient. The patient was a woman who was scantily clothed lying on a couch. She was surprised to
see the doctor was not alone. He soon told her she was not ill and he and Ed left laughing. Ed was
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trying to sell history books to help with funds.

There came a day when Doctor Sanger helped Ed.
He had tried to hurry home between 2 rail road
cars and suddenly without whistle the engine
started up and the two cars came together on Ed's
foot, mashing it. The doctor tried to save the foot
but he really felt amputation would have been
better. He cut a gash to the bone packed it with
medicated gauze and put in adrain. For 30 days
the doctor came to dress the foot and would sit
visiting and he and Ed became good friends.

Mary’s petition. Finally MaMary got the pension.

secured ayoung lawyer in El Reno to seeif he could collect
for hisfoot injury. Hetold Ed their chances were slim for
the judges who handled these cases were itenery judges on
complimentary tickets from the railroads. They are called
carpetbagger judges and the railroad shipsthem in all
expenses paid.

A run away horse had awoman rider and Ed stepped out in
the street to stop it near the courthouse where the railroad
lawyer saw him and decided Ed was not seriously injured.

His attorney was sorry the case was dismissed and noted
the railroads would have excessive power until the territory
became a state.

Ed said they did have good news; the Kiowa and Comanche Mary Fairley Keyes
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lands called Wichita Reservation would be opened by drawing
with registration first. The next day Koran brought sad news.
Bennie had been shot. The jolting of the way had hit arut and
the shotgun had slid through the hayrack and jarred the trigger.
The blast severed Bennie' sjugular vein in hisneck. He held
his mother’ s hand as he died. He was buried next to Joel.

Ida and Fanny had little girls soon after Bennie's death and Ed
and Claud made plans for the drawing.

It starts off with something about a 'Y ankee peddler and a dog fight, early
oninVirginia. Thereisaso something about raising sheep and they
make linsey-woolsey for clothing.

Ed and Black Charlie help by picking peaches. GrandpaHawkinsis
mentioned for staling some of the peaches to make brandy, to share with
Oscar.
Caleb Hawkins (Oscar's Father)
Ed sleeps with a hired hand for 2 weeks then tells his mother the dirty
things that the hired hand is whispering in Ed’s ear at night. The hired

B. Thorninthe Flesh

They were enlarging the Sulphur Springs schoolhouse. Tobacco was grown on this plantation,
descriptions of how harvested.

Black Charlie cold have passed for Spanish or French Indian, his skin was light like his mother’s (Aunt
Gizzie) and his hair was straight, he was 4 months younger than ed but taller.

Out of context it is mentioned how Gen. Grant personally ok’d Mary Fairley’ s father’ s discharge before
the end of the war, as hiswife had died and his 13 year old girl is|eft to raise a couple of younger
children. (Mary Fairley islater Joel’swife.)

Nov. 25, we got a new baby and mother was pleased that father was staying around the house. She
named him Oscar after her husband. (There are multiple mentions of her husband’ s drinking gambling,
and taking off and being gone for months at a time with no explanation.) After the war, Uncle Henry
helps Oscar run what is left of the plantation, and is quite good with business and organization, but he
diesin 1867 and Oscar does not seem to be able to do what Henry did. (Henry isreally his half brother
whose real father was Robert Dickenson; his sisters were Mary and Martha.)

One of grandpa Dicki€’ s brothers was named Caleb but they called him Cale. He seemed to inherit al
the bad genes and was very much like father Oscar as far as the drinking and being undependable. He
was very hurtful to Black Charlie and called him nigger. Much about winter planting and the food they
raised and how they used the products of their garden at the table.

Jm Reed isthe child that Mattie has before she marries Oscar. Her first husband went away to war
leaving her pregnant and never returned. She then left Tennessee and went to Virginia and met Oscar.
Jm s caled uncle immy by hisyounger brothers. Jim and Lucinda marry. (Lucinda Janes— married
Jmmy Riggs, Aug. 9, 1883.)

Thereisadescription of afirst circuit to visit the town. Oscar goes with Henry to Tennessee. Aunt
Gizziedies. Mother Mattie tells Aunt Gizzie she will look after her children. They were so close as
mothers they breast fed each other’s children at times.

Lucinda and Jim move in with the family. Oscar is gone for amonth. Cale talks brother Edward into
chewing tobacco. Ed getssick. Heisonly 14. They all attend church regularly except Oscar and Cale.

D. Sulphur Sorings Farewell

Sugaring timeisdiscussed. Mother Mattie' s father has been a decorator and cutter of fine marble, she
had gone to Vassar and all her brothers and sisters were college graduates (unusual for those days).
Oscar is charming and Mattie is won over with out realizing he has so many bad faults. Heisalso
described as very handsome with black hair and an excellent horseman. He will horse whip any one he
sees mistreating an animal even if he does not know the man. He also plays the banjo.

All 8 boys had been born in Virginia (Thad is later). Father decidesto move to Russellville, Tennessee.
Lucinda has ababy girl Murbel. Father Oscar sells his horses and gave afriend hisfox hounds. He has
lost much of hisland by drinking and signing bad notes.

Cale makes remarks about all Grandpa Hawkins was good for was to keep his young wife Jane,
pregnant.

Ed has to say goodbye to Black Charlie, they are 14 and promise to meet again.

E. Black Charlie's Farewell

Charlie promises to save his money and come to Ed. Mother, father and the younger boys would come
on the train to Tennessee. Charlie (brother, not Black Charlie) and Ed would go with Him and Lucinda
to Tennessee. Father wanted to say to vote on election day; he was always interested in politics. Father
said he almost rode away with Gen. Morgan, (Civil War's Grey Ghost of the Confederacy), when he
came through to buy some horses during the war but Oscar was too young. Brother Henry talked him
out of it. Uncle Henry’s and baby Henry’ s graves were at the Old Court House. When we got to the
farm in Tennessee that father had purchased from the husband the wife said no she would not sell and
they would not give father back any of his money, so he had to look for another place. Jm and father
found another place.

Ed’ s brother Charlie becomes more and more like Cale and their father, undependable and wanting fun
and excitement not work. Ed misses Black Charlie very much.
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The land they picked in Tennessee was very depleted and did not raise enough for all the family so Jm
and Lucinda go on to Texas where Lucinda go on to Texas where Lucinda' s family was.

Mother Mattie' s cousin Henry taught school for 20 years and asked Jim before he left to get him awife.
He wasinterested in Nellie Miller, agirl half hisage. They eloped and married at the So. Baptist
Church in Morristown. It was the same church where Mother Mattie had married Jim Riggs (Lima skips
back and forth first using Riggs then Reed). Mother also taught school there.

Mother’s old colonial home became the headquarters of Southern General Longstreet, when his
company occupied that part of Tennessee. When the Union won battlesin this area, the house became
the headquarters of Union Gen. Burnside. Little Jim was 2 when the war finished. Mother Mattie was
lonely and went to teach in Virginiawhere she met Oscar Dickenson. (Longstreet
Dec. 4, 1863.

F. ABit of Tennessee

Two days after Cousin Henry died, there was an earthquake. 90% of all the buildings in Charleston
(what state?) were damaged. They had hurricanesin 1699, 1752, and 1854 and were attacked by the
Spanish and French in 1706 by the British in 1776-79; in 1865 the confederates burned the large stores
of cotton and supplies rather than let them fall into Union hands. Father felt this another reason to leave
and go west. Lucinda s father Felix arrives and tells father of Texas Black Land whetting his appetite to
move again. Jim’'sfamily leaves by train, mother misses Lucindawho helped fill Aunt Gizzie's place
for mother.

One place where Cale is praising Grandpa Hawkins, Edward says, “well heisn’t your real grandpa (did
he know?). Edward talks to Cale about wanting to be a farmer and Cale comments being afarmer is
stupid and he wants to be with pretty women, drink hard cider and have lots of excitement. Cale often
made fun of Ed, and called him a momma’ s boy because he felt sorry for Mother Mattie and tried to
help her. Ed knew Oscar was seeing other women in town and frequenting the whorehouse and felt
sorry for his mother.

When Ed was 16 he made $750 for working at the fruit dryer and gaveit al to his mother. Cale said
that was not enough money to buy a nightshirt for amosquito. Ed had seen father drinking in town and
didn’t want to tell mother but she asked him. Father Oscar was gone for 6 weeks without worrying
about hisfamily. He would come back with a pout on his face and say he had been a bad boy and his
family would be glad to have him back.
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G. Beyond the Cumberland

Thereissalot about the weather. Grandpa and Grandma Province (Mattie’ s parents) had passed away
years ago. The person who sold the land to Oscar had really cheated him as it was not good land and as
people would leave it, Mr. Cheep (hisreal name) would resell it to another what he called a sucker.
Then Limacalls him hisreally real name Mr. Creech and Cale and Charlie almost fight over whose girl
Dollie Creech isto be.

Father Oscar sends Ed to singing school, where it was 12 lessons for $1. Oscar said he would pay for
any of them to go and Ott wants to go too. Oscar thought music was very important.

Grandma Province' s maiden name was Miller and there were many Millersin Morristown, Tennessee.
Ed hasto take father Oscar home drunk from afight he got into at the entertainment hall. Ed was
disgusted with father, but father was so witty and handsome and charming when he was sober.

The family goes to see Mother Mattie' s aunt Anna, she is 88 and still rode horseback and milked her
COWS.

Charlie comes running with the news they are going on an immigration train to Wichita, Kansas, ared
boomtown. Cale was happy because this got him out of trouble; there was a girl in town that was going
to force him to marry her. Thisway he could just leave.

H. Boom Town

That girl that Cale was going to leave was Midge; she arrived on the porch with her valise. Midge's
skirt was short and her blouse was low and she had come for Cale to marry her. They were second
cousins. Midge stayed and mother put her to work. Caletried not to let her know he was still seeing
Dollie Creech.

They went by train to Wichita, Kansas. For 6 days the train went on aferry at St. Louis. The
Mississippi was really something. There were 100's of tent houses in Wichita and dust everywhere.
While we waited a woman put her leg out of awindow of a second story building. Ed asked aman
nearby why she did that, he answered she is trying to get a cowboy’ s attention.

Wichitawas on the banks of the Arkansas River. There were gambling houses, more than grocery
stores. Cale and Ed got jobsin the Santa Ferail yards. They replaced ties and switches and rails.
Charlie sold papers. Ott became a shoeshine boy. Father planned to run a short order stand on the
street. Thissurprised usall. Werented 2 rooms. Half of the land in Kansas belonged to the railroad
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before the war. Immigration agents had been sent to France and England to encourage settlers to come.
Kansas had been voted to be dry but father seemed to make contacts at his food stand to get liquor.
Blind Tigers was the name for a panel in the wall where you would tap and it would open, a hand took
your money and a bottle of liquor was passed out to you.

After the rains sanitation was so bad there was a typhoid epidemic; there were sick and dying
everywhere. Mother boiled water but Cale and | drank from a pump in the switchyard. In afew weeks
Ed was sick and the doctor told mother he couldn’t save him. Weeks later Ed began to improve slowly.
He went back to work too soon and caught pneumonia

One morning a stranger came to the door, it was Joel Parks Keyes. He had met father in astore. Mr.
Keyes wanted to hire ayoung boy to help on hisfarm as he had been wounded in the war and could not
do some of the work on the farm. Mother told Mr. Keyes how sick Ed had been but if he could take it
easy for at least 2 weeks before doing hard field work, that he would be afine employee. Mr. Keyes
agreed and said they had 17 miles to go before dark so they |eft.

Mr. Keyes had told mother he would bring Ed into town to see her every 2 weeks as he came to town to
trade for his fresh eggs and butter. Oscar felt Ed would get well quicker in the country on the farm than
in the dirty city.

Joel told Ed of hisarmy years and Ed told him of how uncle Henry served in the war on the Union side.
He said father Oscar did not go to war, as he was only 14. Captain Keyes said he was stationed near
Nashville, Tennessee the first year of the war. Hetold Ed with his engineering skills he piloted
riverboats on the Mississippi until the war broke out.

The next part seems to be arepeat of the other book. When Ed goes to the Keyes farm Fanny is 7 and
Jessieis 4.

Once abum asked Ed' s brother Ott to give him adollar and Ott did. Many years later when Ott was a
wealthy oilman, he received that dollar back in the mail with thanks.

Father Oscar signs up to oversee aranch for Mr. Scott in southern Kansas and they were to move next
week. Father told Mr. Scott his sons could break the Indian poniesthere. Mr. Scott had been a
government scout and purchased hundreds of Indian ponies. He wanted to breed them with one
Hamiltonian and one Morgan stallion.

K. Wild Horses

Ed leaves the Keyes to join his father and mother on the ranch and tells Ida he must do what his father
asks until heis 21 and hen he will come for her. Joes does not have the cash to pay Ed so he giveshim a
heifer, which Ed takes to the store to sell, onto to find his father has left a bill there and he will on
receive $2.85 after paying the overdue bill. Ed was very disappointed with his father. He did not even
have enough money to travel to the ranch so he went over to the switch yards and his old boss Mr.
McClancy told him how Cale had decided not to go to the ranch and stayed working in the rail yards.
Cale said he liked the fun in town after work. Mr. McClancy let Ed ride for free the 60 milesto the
ranch.

Mr. Scott really wanted to have a dairy project but after awhile it was not profitable. Somehow his
brother Charlie told Ed it was the best move Father Oscar had ever made. Mother had a nice house to
live in, much better than Wichita. Father and Mr. Scott worked well together. Father seemed more
content than he had for some time. Cale later joined them with hisarm in asling. There had been a
train accident and afriend’' s severed head had landed in Cal€' s lap and he said, enough of train yards.
Soon Cale was asking Charlie where do you find the pretty girls and the liquor here, and told Charlie
how he craves both. Same old Cale.

He did get some excitement the next morning when a large Kaw Chief walked into the house sat at the
table and demanded food. Mother fed him hugh amounts of food; he then quietly left with the other 8
braves who waited in the wagon. Mother felt sorry for the Indians because they had been treated so
badly by the white man.
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Three Dickenson boys and 4 others form what was called the Happy Holler Boys and would play music
and sing at entertainment hallsin Maple City. They all wore cowboy hats and boots, and rode the Indian
ponies. Cae swas Bay Boy, Ed’swas Billie, and Charlie had King. Mr. Eaton a nearby well-fixed
rancher had been coming by and getting Father Oscar to go to town with him to drink. Cale aso
encouraged Charlie to drink. They spent most of their wages on clothes, ladies and liquor.

Jim had sent a letter about the Black Land in Texas.

L. Happy Holler Boys

It has been one full year since Ed had left Capt. Keyes' farm and Ida would she wait for him, he
wondered. It would be two more years before he would be 21.

They pitched prairie hay on a portion of what was called the Cherokee Strip. It had been a checking
station o the Old Cattle trail, where wild cattle had been dipped for tricks before entering Kansas. As
the railroads extended further there were less cattle drives asin the old days.

We roped coyotes for bounty. When the Texas fever hit the herd, Mr. Scott had us take skinning knives
and asthe cattle fell, we skinned them and he paid us so much ahide. We left the carcasses for the
Kaws, buzzards and coyotes. Soon we saw an Indian take one away on awagon. Gradually all the sick
cattle were cut from the herd. All this caused by the tick.

One day aprairie fire started and we rode to help Mose save his house. He was a neighbor who had
been ajockey racing horses and was called Little Mose. The flames were 20 ft. high but we saved
Mose' s house by lighting a backfire around the place. When we finished our contract with Mr. Scott,
we were on our way to Texas.

M. Texas Black Land

We had spent 2 wonderful years on the ranch and were now headed for Texas. Mother said this would
be her last move. Father had gone on and we were to follow but before we left the ranch 1da’ s aunt
Elizaand Uncle Harry cameto visit. Aunt Eliza asked Ed why he had not written to Ida. The last letter
|da had written came back to him he said.

Altaand Idaworked at a ham packing plant while Joel went on the run for the land in Oklahoma ma
territory. Elizasaid. It happened in April of last year. Will you please take aletter to Idafor me, Ed
said.
